It's Getting Late

November is upon us and there's little time left in the year to remedy the looming shortfall.
After three quarters have passed (that's quarters of the year, not 25 cent pieces), it's obvious
that we'll miss our budgeted income of $191,000 by about $41,000. We'll end the year more
respectfully than that because we have withheld expenditures for the year where it was
possible.

BUT, we have held back from sending our budgeted amounts to our Mission programs: to
PC(USA) (Local, Presbytery and National); to Churches United for the Homeless and to the
Presbytery for the Per Capita charge ($42 per member).
