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Good News about 2009 Finances

Ended the Year with &ush of Giving.

Way to go! With an outburst of unselfish giving in the last two months of 2009 by
our members and friends, the financial books for the church will close on a tough
year with a shortfall, but results with which we can go forward with a positive
feeling. Yes, there was a crippling flood in March and April and the national economy
spiraled down, even reaching the Fargo/Moorhead area. But the Presbyterians of
First Presbyterian Church Moorhead managed to contribute at a rate that enabled us
to pay our bills and share our funds with other mission needs.

Total Income at $161,000 against Total Expense of $153,000 yielded approximately
$8000 Net. Hopes by the Session to bring $191,000 in Income were dashed earlier in
the year as the contributions were obviously going to miss the targeted numbers.
Reining in spending and holding back on our Mission plans, the budget was kept
under control.

We hope to be more generous this year of 2010. The budget will be pared
back to Total Income of $181,000 and we will get back to our normal
contributions to our Mission Partners. Be a part of this! Pledge and
Contribute at increased rates.

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Two Horses

There is a field, with two horses in it.

From a distance, each horse looks like any other horse.

But if you stop your car, or are walking by, you will notice something quite amazing. Looking into the eyes
of one horse will disclose that he is blind. His owner has chosen not to have him put down, but has made
a good home for him.

This alone is amazing.

If you stand nearby and listen, you will hear the sound of a bell. Looking around for the source of the
sound, you will see that it comes from the smaller horse in the field.

Attached to the horse's halter is a small bell.
It lets the blind friend know where the other horse is, so he can follow.

As you stand and watch these two horses, you'll see that the horse with the bell is always checking on the
blind horse, and that the blind horse will listen for the bell and then slowly walk to where the other horse
is, trusting that he will not be led astray.

When the horse with the bell returns to the shelter of the barn each evening, it stops occasionally and
looks back, making sure that the blind friend isn't too far behind to hear the bell.

Like the owners of these two horses, God does not throw us away just because we are not perfect or
because we have problems or challenges.

He watches over us and even brings others into our lives to help us when we are in need.

Sometimes we are the blind horse being guided by the little ringing bell of those who God places in our
lives.

Other times we are the guide horse, helping others to find their way....

Good friends are like that... you may not always see them, but you know they are always there.

Please listen for my bell and I'll listen for yours.

And remember...be kinder than necessary - everyone you meet is fighting some kind of battle.
