Since the Souper Bowl of Caring began in 1990, more than $60 million has gone to help people in need, with Presbyterian
churches giving nearly $7 million plus 1.4 million pounds of food. Our church has given $1,448.20 and 572 food items in

eight years of Souper Bowls.
