| appreciate the questions | have received from a few parishioners about the state of
our finances at this time (July 31, 2009).

Contributions to the OPERATING BUDGET (We call it the GENERAL FUND) are
running about 10% below the budget plan, a shortfall of $20,000, and at the same
time the EXPENSES are approximately 10% below expected costs.
